OIMB Interlibrary Loan Instructions 

Journals (see over for books):

· Start at the OIMB web: http://libweb.uoregon.edu/scilib/oimb/index.html  
· Or, use Onesearch:  http://onesearch.uoregon.edu
· If you have a known citation, plug it into [image: image1.png]FinoTexr)



 to see if UO has electronic access to the article you need (don’t abbreviate titles).

· If [image: image2.png]FinoTexr)



 says we have electronic access, download your article.  

· If no electronic access is available, click on the UO Libraries Catalog link within [image: image3.png]FinoTexr)



 to see if OIMB has a subscription to the printed journal (if we do, go to the shelf and copy). 
· If the article is not available electronically and OIMB does not own a print subscription then select the option Distance Education, Students or Faculty, request this item.  If you don’t see this option, enter the citation and place an interlibrary loan request via ILLiad (create an account on your first visit: https://uoregon.illiad.oclc.org/illiad/oru/logon.html)
· When you click [image: image4.png]FinoTexr)



 from within each of the periodical indices the form is populated with the article information automatically—use this option is possible because the requests are processed faster with an ISSN number.

· You will be asked to verify your association with OIMB via one of two systems, so don’t let the difference in format fool you—both ask for the same details:

· Put 0 as the maximum cost (if asked)

· Your UO ID number starts with 950 or 951….

· A PDF of the article will be delivered to you either as an email attachment or posted to the web (you will receive an email notification at your official UO email with the URL and password) so you can download the article.  Follow the instructions in the email.  You will usually receive the article within 24 hours.

Books (see over for journal articles):
There are several ways to search for books:
· Just the OIMB collection-- see the link on the OIMB Library page: http://libweb.uoregon.edu/scilib/oimb/
· UO Library Catalog (Called UO Local on all library web pages): http://janus.uoregon.edu/search/X
· Search the catalog via the library web page.

· If your book is not at OIMB and is at another UO branch:

· Click “Request Item/Place Hold” **

· Fill in your name and UO ID (950 or 951….)

· Specify OIMB as your pick-up location
· It seems redundant, but there is a second page requiring another click, don’t forget this step
· Entire UO Collection and beyond (Called UO WorldCat on all library pages):  http://libweb.uoregon.edu
This link provides access to all materials owned by UO (books and journal articles), materials which can be borrowed from the 36 colleges and universities involved in the Summit consortium, and materials available through interlibrary loan.  
· This is a simple search box, so refine your search with the options on the left side of the screen (author, title, format, year, etc.) and results should appear in three tiers:
1. Items owned by the UO 
2. Items owned by Summit libraries
3. Items owned by WorldCat libraries (a global interlibrary loan service)  

· Follow instructions, sign is as a UO patron and create an account if necessary.

· https://uoregon.illiad.oclc.org/illiad/oru/logon.html allows you to set up your ILLiad account.
· Choose OIMB as the pick-up location.
· When you receive an email from ILL saying the item is on the hold shelf it actually means the item is being shipped to you here, so allow several more days for the item to arrive.

· Summit and ILL items will be put in your mailbox.
· See Barb if Interlibrary Loan can’t obtain the item for free.
